	A formal Memorandum of Cooperation has been signed between FIPLV and the European Centre for Modern Languages on 1 September in Graz. 

Terry Lamb, FIPLV President, and Waldemar Martyniuk, the European Centre for Modern Languages Executive Director, signed a memorandum of cooperation, reinforcing the strong partnership which has developed between the two organisations in the past few years. The aim is to work closer together on areas of common interest at institutional level. 
The ceremony took place when FIPLV held meetings of its statutory bodies – Executive Committee, World Council and World Assembly – at the premises of the ECML from 31 August until 1 September. 

This signatory ceremony is the fifth of its kind for the ECML. Progressively, the ECML is seeking to intensify its links with a number of institutions and associations with similar aims. Following on from the Memorandum of Cooperation, which was signed by the European Centre for Modern Languages and the Canadian authorities in 2008, the Centre has developed a generic cooperation agreement which outlines the modalities of the desired cooperation and formalises the commitment to work together.

The agreement was signed earlier this year by four partner organisations: 
the European Association for Quality Language Services (EAQUALS), 
the Association of Language Testers in Europe (ALTE), 
the International Certificate Conference (ICC), and the European Confederation of Language Centres in Higher Education (CercleS).

ECML is an arm of the Council of Europe, and supports a range of activities and projects to promote multilingualism. Currently FIPLV President, Terry Lamb, coordinates the Language Associations and Collaborative Support (LACS) project at the ECML. 
The project focuses on dissemination of the work of the Centre to those national multilingual and international monolingual teacher associations which are members of the FIPLV.
