This volume of over 200pp, published by FIPLV, has been edited by Denis Cunningham, Reinhold Freudenstein and Cecilia Odé to celebrate the 75th anniversary of the Fédération Internationale des Professeurs de Langues Vivantes (FIPLV). Specifically, it provides brief overviews of areas in which FIPLV has been involved over the last thirty years. In some cases, FIPLV has been at the cutting edge of change in our rich, complex and evolving field.

We have drawn upon the expertise and experiences of former and current members of the FIPLV Executive, while inviting a couple of others to contribute on areas where their expertise is well known.

Edward Batley’s earlier paper on human rights and human understanding leads the contributions as an over-arching introduction to the papers which follow. Reinhold Freudenstein reflects upon the FIPLV role in methodology, providing examples of best practice on teaching languages to the very young. He also gives us an overview of collaboration between FIPLV and UNESCO. Francisco Gomes de Matos details his work on teacher rights, while Denis Cunningham outlines the FIPLV role historically in the area of language rights. György Szépe and Albert Raasch present different perspectives on Linguapax, taking us back to the origins and describing current work in the area. Michel Candelier gives a description and details of his work in the area of language awareness, while Tjeerd de Graaf joins Cecilia Odé in an exposé on language endangerment and revitalisation. Denis Cunningham provides perspectives on the work of FIPLV and affiliates in the domains of continuity, information and communication technology (ICT) and the challenges facing the profession of teaching languages.

This volume is a valuable resource for educators, applied linguists, teachers of languages, researchers of languages, policy makers involved in the field of languages, as well as those training in these areas. It would also be a valuable reference for tertiary courses embracing linguistic diversity, teaching practice and policy development in languages.
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
